START POSITION:
Firearm loaded to division capacity and holstered.
SCENARIO:
You have signed up for a hand gun 101 class. You expect to shoot a basic bill 
drill while there.  Today that isn't the case.
PROCEDURE:
At the signal, engage the lower threat 4 rounds to the body then upper threat 
with 2 rounds to the head to each target column array.  Repeat for the other 
targets.  18 rounds total.
